Bottom line:  Being flexible and embrace the unexpected

Much like documentary filmmaking, creating a multimedia package follows a similar path. 

Example in class:

Snagfilms.com “Confessions of a Superhero”

Think about what kinds of questions where asked to generate the responses in the film:

What were the participants interest level in being a part of this documentary?

How did the filmmaker stay neutral yet present while covering the story?

Why is this topic is interesting?

Postproduction:

Watch for possible b-roll, camera angles, movements and shots- how do they add to  the story?

What are the obvious edits in postproduction?

Watch the transitions from video to still shots

At 14 minutes there is a collection of shots of superman in his apartment.

What does this tell the viewer?

Emerging into the culture, the camera becomes less of a distraction
